1 Sister Helen Prejean, CSJ has been instrumental in sparking
national dialogue on the death penalty and helping to shape
the Catholic Church’s newly vigorous opposition to state
executions. She travels around the world giving talks about
her ministry. Sister Helen is a member of the Congregation

/ of St. Joseph. She spent her first years with the sisters
teaching religion to junior high school students. From 1984

to 1986, she moved into the St. Thomas Housing Project in New Orleans

and began working at Hope House. During this time, she was asked to
correspond with a death row inmate, Patrick Sonnier, at Angola. She agreed
and became his spiritual adviser. After witnessing his execution, she wrote

a book about the experience. The result was “Dead Man Walking: An

Eyewitness Account of the Death Penalty in the United States.” It became a

movie, an opera and a play for high schools and colleges. Since 1984, Sister

Helen has divided her time between educating citizens about the death

penalty and counseling individual death row prisoners. www.prejean.ory

Judith Carey, RSM, Ph.D., is currently the vice president
of mission integration at Saint Francis Hospital and Medical
Center in Hartford, Connecticut. She previously served

as an organizational consultant. Prior to that, she was the
president of the Connecticut Regional Community of the
Sisters of Mercy, in West Hartford. She was also vice president
and director of corporate ministry for the Sisters of Mercy.
At Saint Joseph College in West Hartford, Sister Judy has served as
director of the Gengras Center, as associate professor and as chairperson
of the Special Education Department. Sister Judy facilitated the Catholic
Health Association Collaborative Think Tank on Sponsorship of Catholic
Ministries and the annual Catholic Health Association Physicians’ Forum.

Brother Paul Bednarczyk, CSC is executive director of the
National Religious Vocation Conference. He spearheaded the
2009 NRVC/CARA Study on Recent Vocations to Religious
Life that will serve as the benchmark for future studies on
Catholic religious vocations in the 21st century. Brother Paul
